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Inhalte

Societal modernisms can be found in various aspects of the transformational Chinese society. Visual arts play
a specific role in the interaction with other fields of modern Chinese society and culture reflecting political and
economic developments in a highly complex way. At the same time Chinese visual arts have interacted with we-
stern discourses in art and developed an own language and an own market. The analysis of the discourses in
painting, sculpture, conceptual and media art in the period from 1989 to the present is done by visual material,
comments of the artists and academic texts.

Qualifikationsziele / Kompetenzen

Students are familiarized with relevant discourses and developments in modern Chinese art. They are introduced
to methodological approaches to discourses in modern Chinese culture. They are able to analyze new develop-
ments based on an interaction of visual material and written commentaries or academic discussions.
