The module provides fundamental knowledge of the development process of a rendering framework for digital
synthesis and manipulation of visual content in the context of interactive 3D computer graphics. This includes
light-matter interaction, illumination models, image formats, data representation, mathematical formulations of
motion and projections, and texturing techniques. The required activities are performed independently in groups
of 3 students. Accompanying exercises, software assignments, and discussions assist students in using typical
graphics software packages and languages such as WebGL, OpenGL, GLSL, and/or DirectX, as well as organizing
the project as a whole.

After participating in the module courses, students will be able to independently develop key components for di-
gital synthesis and manipulation of visual content in the context of interactive 3D computer graphics. Students
will have a sound understanding of the operation of modern software packages for digital synthesis and manipu-
lation of visual content.
