Befdhigung zur Aufnahme einer qualifizierten Erwerbstatigkeit

Die Berufsfeldorientierung des Studienganges besteht in der Beriicksichtigung der primadren Anspriiche
seitens der hauptsachlichen Arbeit gebenden Institutionen. Dabei gehdren fachliche Breite der Ausbil-
dung, Persdnlichkeit des Bewerbers und erworbene praktische Erfahrungen zu den wichtigsten erwarte-
ten Merkmalen.

Dem Kernpunkt der Reformen an deutschen Hochschulen entsprechend, sind damit die Studiengange
Vergleichende Indogermanische Sprachwissenschaft vor allem am Studienergebnis orientiert und mit
Blick auf die Anforderungen des Arbeitsmarktes entwickelt worden, obwohlauch hier, wie fiir viele andere
geisteswissenschaftliche Studiengadnge kein fest umrissenes Berufsbild im Sinne einer Exklusivqualifika-
tion vorliegt. Deshalb sind die Studiengange Vergleichende Indogermanische Sprachwissenschaft einer-
seits ganz auf die methodischen und fachlichen Bediirfnisse des Arbeitsmarktes ausgerichtet, anderer-
seits werden Absolvent/innen aber auch fiir Tatigkeiten aufierhalb der wissenschaftlichen Berufsfelder
vorbereitet, wie etwa Verlagswesen, Bibliothekswesen, Kulturmanagement, Medien, Touristik, Museolo-
gie, PR, Diplomatie. Die inhaltliche Breite der Studiengdnge, mit dem umfangreichen Corpus erwerbba-
rer fachlicher und tberfachlicher Kompetenzen, erméglicht dem qualifizierten Absolventen/ der qualifi-
zierten Absolventin, auch eine Vielfalt an Berufsfeldern auBerhalb der hauptsachlichen Arbeit gebenden
Institutionen auszuschopfen.

Die Beteiligung von Vertreter/innen der Berufspraxis an der weiteren Optimierung des Studienganges
zur Forderung der fachlichen und aufierfachlichen Beschaftigungsbefahigung ist vorgesehen. Diese kann
zu dem Zeitpunkt einsetzen, zu dem Absolvent/innen der Studiengange den fachlichen oder aufierfach-
lichen Berufseinstieg vollzogen haben und hinreichende Erfahrungswerte bzw. Beurteilungen von den
Arbeit gebenden fachlichen oder auf3erfachlichen Institutionen an die Universitdat Wiirzburg tibermittelt
werden kdnnen.

Absolvent/innen haben im Anschluss ein MA-Studium in Wiirzburg und Berlin bzw. ein Promotionsstu-
dium in Wiirzburg und Marburg aufgenommen.

e Entwicklung der Befdhigung, die Bearbeitung von zur Aufgabe gestellten Thematiken stofflich,
zeitlich und didaktisch zu strukturieren und Zusammenhange zu erkennen.
