The module presents formal characteristics concerning the structure of human language, however, the focus lies 
on the linguistic analysis of the English language. Core areas of the language, such as phonetics (the articulato
ry and acoustic features of speech sounds), phonology (the systematic distribution of phonemes), morphology 
(structure of words and word formation), syntax (categories and rules that underlie sentences), semantics (mea
ning of words and sentences), as well as pragmatics (content and function of utterances in context and commu
nication), are discussed and analysed against the background of linguistic variation between speakers and lan
guage communities as well as against the background of historical linguistic developments.

Intended learning outcomes

After successful completion of the module, students are able to: (a) understand basic linguistic terms and con
cepts; (b) identify, classify and compare language structures with the help of linguistic concepts and terms; (c) 
analyse basic language structures on the level of sounds, the word and the phrase; and to generate and critically 
reflect on general findings concerning the internal organisation of language; (d) develop an understanding of the 
structure of the English language from a cross-linguistic as well as sociolinguistic and historical perspective; (e) 
understand the function and use of language in a context as well as understand the interfaces between different 
areas of the grammar.
