EE/EKW versteht sich als empirische Kulturwissenschaft, die alltags- und popularkulturelle Phanome-

ne untersucht. Der Begriff Kultur wird dabei nicht als statisches, abgeschlossenes System von (hochkul-
turellen) Traditionen und Werten verstanden, sondern als dynamischer Prozess gesellschaftlicher Aus-
handlung: Das Fach befasst sich mit kulturellen Phdnomenen, die v. a. europdische Gesellschaften kenn-
zeichnen, und analysiert diese mithilfe historischer, gegenwartsbezogener, vergleichender und reflexiver
Perspektiven.

Im Bachelor-Nebenfach (60 ECTS) erwerben die Studierenden grundlegende Kenntnisse zentraler Theo-
rien, Begriffe und Methoden der Empirischen Kulturwissenschaft. Sie entwickeln die Fahigkeit, kulturelle
Phanomene multiperspektivisch zu analysieren und erste eigene empirische Forschungsprojekte durch-
zufiihren. Besonderer Wert wird auf die Forderung interkultureller Sensibilitat, kritischer Selbstreflexion
und grundlegender Analysekompetenz gelegt.
